In these stories of Jesus’ post-Resurrection appearances, He
always greets his disciples with the words, “Peace be with you.”
What a meaningful greeting. The disciples have witnessed the
death of someone they loved, and they now fear for their own
lives as well. Peace is what they need more than anything else.
Jesus often connects this greeting of peace with another gift -
forgiveness. Having shared a meal with his disciples, Jesus shows
them the significance of what was written about him in the
Scriptures.

The story from Luke in chapter 24 is sometimes called the Road

to Emmaus Story. Broken down, it is really a road map to our

celebration of the Mass - and how we encounter Jesus, through

the Word and the Sacrament of the Eucharist. As Jesus

commissions his first disciples to be witnesses to the scriptures,

our celebration of the Mass commissions us.
