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CATHOLIC SOCIAL TEACHING  

The Florida Legislature will be in session through May 5.  The United States Conference of 

Catholic Bishops has long advocated for comprehensive immigration reform at the federal 

level.  A problematic immigration bill (HB 697) continues to move forward in our stateôs 

legislative process.  This bill is opposed by the Florida Conference of Catholic Bishops 

(FCCB) because it requires local law enforcement agencies to enforce federal immigration 

policy without accompanying funding.  As a result, resources for preventing crime and 

protecting the public will be redirected to immigration enforcement.  For more information, 

including Executive Director Michael Sheedyôs letter outlining the objections of the FCCB, 

visit www.flaccb.org.
